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Six Rivers by Single Cell

Local musicians collective launch debut compilation album, released 19th February 2009

Manchester-based collective, Single Cell1, are launching their debut compilation album, drawing it’s title from Manchester’s lost, underground water courses2, Six Rivers3 seeks to reveal Manchester’s unseen people and issues in a city of stark contrasts and inequalities4. Tracks from the greatly anticipated album will be performed live on Thursday 19th February 2009 at the Ruby Lounge5 in central Manchester. The night promises to celebrate the under currents of Manchester and its eclectic musical tastes represented by seven of Single Cell's live acts.

Dividing to multiply and constantly morphing, Single Cell musicians work alone and together, collaborating, producing, writing and promoting their music. Formed in 2006 and united by an involvement in local political and social justice groups, Single Cell musicians are united in the belief that many hands make light and good quality work. The launch event for Six Rivers will take the form of a shamelessly scrawling, psychogeographic6 scramble, from lo-fi acoustic folk to beat-driven 10 piece heavy funk orchestras, touching all points in between. If it is true to the form of Single Cell’s previous events7 across the city, it’s going to be epic.

The album will be available from 19th February 2009, online as a free download and as a limited edition CD featuring bespoke handmade packaging. “As a socially engaged collective we feel it's essential our music is heard by as many people as possible,” says musician Jonathan Atkinson, “but we also wanted to create a nicely designed and packaged object for those who want something a bit special.”

Headlining are Caulbearers- “Crazed in its magnificence, a trilby-hatted funk apocalypse.” (Doug Weir, Solid Earth). Bringing archaic funk fables and dub migrations, bittersweet songs of the self, soul and society played by a ten-piece heavy groove orchestra, conducted and improvised on the night. Other highlights include Mel Uye-Parker and You and Boo who have been featured on BBC Manchester’s New Talent programme presented by Chris Long and Radio 6.
